7. Marnie submitted a form to NJ Tree Recovery Campaign Partners 2015 to receive 1,000 free 2ft. to 4 
ft. tree saplings available for pick-up between April 2 and April 17 to help replace trees lost in Hurricane 
Sandy. The saplings will be planted during Eco Weekend. Each Wildwood student will receive a sapling, 
leaving 500 saplings for STC and Woodlands to plant while cleaning the pocket parks for Eco Weekend. 
STC members will directly be in charge of planting these trees as they clean the pocket parks.
