Blair has been trying to arrange a meeting with Fair Share Housing Center (FSHC).  FSHC wants to know success stories with Affordable Housing. Mountain Lakes has had success we could share.

3. Discussion Items	
Cynthia talked to a mortgage expert about how rentals for accessory apartments could support mortgage payments for differing mortgage rates. 
The Highlands Council will present at the Borough Council meeting on 6/13.  Realistic development potential number might be changed if ML conforms to the plan but the Borough already has a vacant land adjustment that limits development of remaining vacant land.  We don’t have many properties that the Highlands conformance would affect. We can look at the restrictions on our water. Blair will send the Highlands/Affordable Housing Committee report from 2010. 				                     
EDAC asked if we should apply the Affordable Housing overlay zone to the complete length of Route 46W in Mountain Lakes. Perhaps this should be looked at in Round 4.   

Cynthia talked to officials in Hopewell Township about their affordable apartment program. They have one accessory apartment.  They said that Cape May has a good program.  Blair will share a Daily Record article on accessory apartments.  The 10-year deed restriction is in state law, but we might raise the point with FSHC that a different restriction would work better and produce more affordable apartments. Many municipal officials would like changes in the FSH Act.   Blair said many legislative bills have been introduced but not sure which, if any, will be adopted.
