HEALTH COMMISSION MINUTES

1. CALL TO ORDER 
The meeting was called to order at 5:30p.m. by Dr. Rick Stillman.

Commission members Dr. Jesse Silverman, Dr. Barbara Girz, Ms. MJ O’Leary, and Ms. Kelly Walsh were 
in attendance, as well as Health Officer Mike Fitzpatrick, and Board of Health Secretary Cara Fox. 
Commission Members Mr. Kevin Duvall and Dr. Marla Ravin were absent, as well as Council Liaison Dan 
Happer.   
 
3. PUBLIC COMMENT 
With consent of the Commission, Dr. Stillman opened the meeting for public comment. There were no 
members of the public present who wished to address the Commission.

The pool at 
Sportscare Physical Therapy continues to be monitored for water compliance. The flu vaccine for the Fall 
Clinic has been ordered.  Barka Restaurant’s fire suppression system went off the night before Mother’s 
Day.  Barka was able to clean up in time to open for Mother’s Day.   
 
7. COMMISSION DISCUSSION 
The Commission tabled discussion on being a Stigma-Free Community until Council Member Mr. Happer 
was present.  All members of the Commission present at the meeting are willing to assist being a Stigma-
Free Community in any way needed.    Ms. O’Leary questioned if chickens are allowed in the Borough.  
Mr. Fitzpatrick advised there is an ordinance that allows chickens however, there are many other 
regulations that hinder having chickens.  The Commission requested Mr. Fitzpatrick do an inventory of 
where defibrillators in the Borough are located.
